Rules, 1945, were published, as required by sections 12 and 33 of the Drugs and Cosmetics
Act, 1940 (23 of 1940), without consulting the Drugs Technical Advisory Board vide notifij‘ation
of the Government of india, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (Department of Health-and
Family Welfare), number G.S.R. 228(E), dated the 20" March, 2012, published in the Gazette
of India, Extraordinary, Part I, Section 3, Sub-section (i), dated the 20™ March, 2012, inviting
objections and suggestions from all persons likely to be affected thereby before the expiry of a
period of forty-five days from the date on which the cdpies of the Official Gazette containing
the said notification were made available to the public;

And whereas the copies of the Gazette in which the said nofification was published
were made available to the public on the 20" March, 2012;

And whereas, the Drugs Technicail Advisory Board has been consulted in the matter,

And whereas, objections and suggestions received in respect of the said draft rules
have been considered by the Central Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 12 and 33 of the Drugs
and Cosmetics Act, 1940 (23 of 1940), the Central Government, after consultation with the
Crugs Technical Advisory Board, hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Drugs
and Cosmetics Rules, 1945, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Drugs and Cosmetics (Fourth Amendment)
Rules, 2013.

(2) They shall come into force after six months of their publication in the Official
Gazette.

2. In the Drugs and Cosmetics Rules, 1945 (hereinafter referred to as said rules),-
(i) in rule 65,-

(a) in condition (3), in clause (1),-

(A) in sub-clause (f) and in item {ii) of the third proviso to sub-clause (g),
for the words and letter ‘Schedule H’, the words and letters “Schedule H
and Schedule H1” shall respectively be substituted;

(B) after clause (g) and the provisos thereof, the following shall be
inserted, namely:-

“(h) the supply of a drug specified in Schedule H1 shall be recorded in a
separate register at the time of the supply giving the name and address
of the prescriber, the name of the patient, the name of the drug and the
quantity supplied and such records shall be maintained for three years
and be open for inspection.

(b) in condition (9), in clauses (a) and (b), for the words and letter ‘Schedule
H', the words and letters “Schedule H and Schedule H1" shall
respectively be substituted;

(c) in condition (11), for the words and letter ‘Schedule H’, the words and
letters “Schedule H and Schedule H1" shali be substituted;

(d} in condition (11A), for the words and letter ‘Schedule H', the words and
letters “Schedule H and Schedule H1” shall be substituted,

(ii).in rule 97, in sub rule (1), after clause (d), the following shall be inserted,
namely,-
‘(e) if it contains a drug substance specified in Schedule H1, the drug
formulation shall be labelled with the symbol Rx which shall be in red and
conspicuously displayed on the left top corner of the label, and shall also

be labelled with the following words in a box with a red border:
AVE7 =TFE7IZ2 .
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“SCHEDULE H1 DRUG — WARNING:

-t is dangerous to take this preparation except in
accordance with the medical advice.

-Not to be sold by retail without the prescription of a
Registered Medical Practitioner.” ";
